Advisory Committee (AGAC). Joining Ms. Yates will be Loretta E. Lynch, Eastern

Wagner, Eastern District of California.

The committee, which reports to the Attorney General
through the Deputy Attorney General, represents the voice of the U.S. Attorneys and
provides advice and counsel to the Attorney General on policy, management and
operational issues impacting the Offices of the U.S. Attorneys.

Ms. Yates was presidentially appointed U.S. Attorney for the Northern District of
Georgia on March 11, 2010, having served as Acting U.S. Attorney from August 2009 to
her confirmation. She also served as an Assistant U.S. Attorney for the Northern District
of Georgia from 1989-20009, serving as First Assistant U.S. Attorney from 2002-2009,
and serving as Acting U.S. Attorney in 2004. She was Chief of the Fraud and Public
Corruption Section from 1994-2002. Ms. Yates is a member of the AGAC's Criminal
Practice Subcommittee and Health Care Fraud Working Group, and a member of the
Attorney General’s Civil Rights Subcommittee.
